In Part 4 of the Preliminary (PET) Speaking Exam you will be asked to speak with your partner
about the same topic that you saw in the pictures in Part 3. The examiner will introduce the topic
and ask you to speak together. You should speak for approximately 3 minutes.

Your photographs showed people with books. Now, I'd like you to talk together about reading
books for fun and reading books to study.

Allow the candidates enough time to complete the task without intervention.
